WHAT’S THE PROBLEM WITH PORNOGRAPHY?

Pornography is a symptom of a coarsening culture that is fascinated with fake reality and the hollow echo of a narcissistic “entertain me” ethos.

What is “pornography”?
This word comes into English directly from the old Greek word “pornographous” which meant writings about prostitutes (porne [harlot] and graphos [writing]).  

Let’s define it this way: 

Pornography is any visual portrayal of human sex and sexuality that denigrates or dehumanizes another person, exploits children, portrays sex solely as the pursuit of egocentric gratification, elevates sexual thoughts to the level of obsessive behavior, and/or interferes with the development of healthy relationships, might be characterized as pornographic.  

Some people argue for the legitimacy of pornography. 

Most of us know that it is dangerous, addictive, abusive, and destructive. There are useful guidelines for responding to dabbling in porn or suffering from an addiction to it…

“Stop.”
“Put filters on the computer.”
“Only use the computer when someone is around.”
“Stop using your device at night or other unguarded times.”
“Get rid of your device.”
